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We attempted to discriminate neurotic depression from manic-depressive
psychosis through factor analysis using the Hamilton Depression Rating Scale
(HDRS).

The results obtained were as follows:

1) In neurotic depression, factor 1 was identified by suicide, insomnia, somatic
anxiety, somatic symptoms and hypochondriasis. Factor 2 was characterized by
no items of the HDRS. Factor 3 was identified by depressed mood, work and
interests, retardation and diurnal variation,

2) In manic-depressive psychosis, factor 1 was identified by depressed mood,
guilt, suicide, work and interests, retardation, general somatic symptoms, insight,
depersonalization and obsessional symptoms. Factors 2 and 3 were characterized
by no items of the HDRS.
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3) The effects of antidepressant drugs was not significantly different between

the two groups.

4) The most common premorbid characteristic of neurotic depression was

Typus Melancholicus and that of manic-depressive psychosis was cyclothyme.
