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Statistical Review of Cesarean Section Cases in Kawasaki Medical
School Hospital

A statistical analysis was made of the patients who underwent Cesarean section
between January, 1974 and December, 1992. The number of the Cesarean cases was
378, 9.3% of 4082 deliveries. The most frequent indication for Cesarean section was
fetal distress (22.4%), followed by cephalopelvic disproportion (21.1%), and a
previous Cesarean section (18.7%) . Since recent developments in fetal monitoring
now allow earlier detection of fetal distress, the APGAR scores of newborn babies
have significantly improved. However, the incidence of Cesarean section because of
fetal distress may increase.
